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GAME CHANGES

* Following the August 29" deadline, teams are allowed unlimited game changes
* To change a previously scheduled match, a form will be filled out which will

be on our website and sent to coaches and administrators
* Games canceled without notifying I'YSA will be subject to fines orforfeits
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REFEREES

* Beginning Fall 2024 - all Participating Premiership Teams will be using their own assignors.

* Teams must notifiy Vince at vince@illinoisyouthsoccer.org by Augusr 12% of who their
assignor will be. Name and Email please unless already inserted in registration.

 Assignor will be paid by IYSA

e This should allow for teams to be able to make changes easier without having to wait
for us. We still have to be notified of change via a form that we will provide and will be
on our website.

 BOTH teams pay the following AT the field for each Premiership match:
« 13U/14U: $80 per team per game
* 15/16U: $85 per team per game
e 17-19U: $95 per team per game
 If you have any referee no-shows, last minute game changes or cancelations you should
contact the home teams assignor first for resolution and follow this by advising IYSA.
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ROSTERS

* Roster must be entered in GotSport
* Teams are allowed to use any age eligible player from within their club
* Only players that are registered in a member competitive league & have aUSYS/IYSA
member league pass are allowed to compete 1n State Premiership
« Have to have player pass issued from one of the following Illinois Youth Soccer
member competitive leagues. A pass issued by any other league is not valid.
 YSSL
« TWSL
« CIYSL
« LDE

* Any adult on the sideline of a match, needs to have a current coaching pass issued by
one of the above member leagues and be up to date with all of the risk management
requirements

* No guest players from outside the club

 If have other teams in IYSA member competitive league play make sure you know their
rules about player movement
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MATCH DAY — WHAT TO BRING

Each team is required to bring each of the following for EVERY State Premiership match

* Cash payment for referees

* Match card printed off GotSport - up to 22 players can dress on match day. Anyplayers

not competing should be crossed off the match card before giving to the referee

* Player & Coaches pass from an IYSA member competitive league. Mobile passes are ok
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REPORTING RESULTS

The WINNING team or the HOME TEAM IF A DRAW, collects BOTH match cardsfrom

the referee at the conclusion of the match and does the following to report the score:

* Scan or take a photo of BOTH match cards and email them toiysascoring@gmail.com

* Please ensure goal scorer 1s listed. Thus is to recognize top scorers. Referees will be asked to
ensure they record this on the game sheet. If we do not get goal scorers your players may
not get the recognition they deserve. If there is a discrepancy with the goal scorer, this
needs to be coming from the coach and emailed to vince@illinoisyouthsoccer.org

* Results should be submitted no later than 24-hours after the conclusion of the match

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PLAYING RULES

Complete playing rules can be found on the Premiership page of the IYSA website.- Fewrules
of note:
* Match lengths = Cup match lengths. This may be different than league play
« NO HARD CASTS
e Unlimited subs for all age groups
* Fines for matches not played or scheduled by the deadline
* Red Cards = fines & suspensions for players ($50), coaches ($300) & spectators ($300)
* Itis the responsibility of the coach to control their spectators section.
* Outstanding fines are the responsibility of the club to get paid
* Players & coaches MUST sit at least the next Premiership match
* Games where red card coach or player participates will result in forfeits & fines
 Team may keep the player or coach passes
